Relationship between TC100 and TC108: No modification of the TC100 scope
--------------------------

TC 100 distributed the proposal to change its scope as 100/1595/DC on 2009-08-07 to clarify inclusion of PC in addition to the current audio and video equipment. 
TC 100 received some comments from three P members, consequently preparing 100/1595/CC for AGM this afternoon.
US NC sent its comment not to support TC 100 Scope change right now.  After some discussion between US-TAG Chair and TC 100 management team members in early September 2009, it becomes common understanding that the current TC 100 scope already includes performance aspects of PC without changing the scope.

G

The German NC rejects the extension of
the TC 100 scope by adding ICT
equipment. The intended extension is
against the existing understanding, that
TC 108 covers ICT and CE regarding the
environmental parameters (which is done
by TC 108/WG Environment).

DE 02

Proposal

A clarification of the scope of TC100 on
the highlighted topics is supported and
requested as it reflects the increasing
integration / interconnection of A/V,
multimedia and ICT functions.

DE 03

The scope extension as currently worded
includes also professional office
equipment like copy machines or printers
which are addressed by JTC1 / SC28
‘Office equipment’. As this was likely not
intended nor is supported by the German
NC further differentiation is needed
linking the addressed ICT aspects to
equipment with a significant part of A/V
or MM function.

TC 100 is asked to maintain a close
coordination of work with TC108 and
JTC1/SC28 to avoid any duplication of
work and to ensure efficient sharing and
use of expertises.

DE 04

While the current emphasis on energy
efficiency is supported as essential topic,
the current language is felt as restricting
TC 100 work to energy efficiency matters
only, leaving out other environmental
aspects which should all be covered
according to IEC rules by each TC as
long as they are specific for its product
scope.

These publications mainly concern the
specification of the performance, the quality and
the methods of measurement for consumer and
professional equipment, and their application in
systems, including interoperability with other
systems and equipment.

NOTE 2: This includes energy efficiency and
environmental aspects specific to this product
scope.

Other ICT for consumer electronics
related topics should be allocated to
TC100 and/or JTC1.
