0. The IEC TC100 AGS meeting was called to order at 9:00AM by Chairman, Dr. Komachi.  Mr. Inokuchi substituted for the IEC TC100 AGS Secretary. 
0. Roll call: Chairman requested the roll call of attendees.

0. Host remark: Chairman asked Ms. Melanie Feuerriegel of DKE for host remark.

1.0. Opening and reconfirmation of the AGS scope (100/AGS/233rev)


The review of the AGS scope was led by IEC TC100 AGS Chair, Dr. Komachi.

2.0 Approval of the agenda (100/AGS/497) 

No additional items or modifications were received.  The agenda was confirmed. 

3.0 Review of the minutes of the previous meeting (100/AGS/496) 

The minutes of the previous IEC TC100 AGS meeting were reviewed led by AGS Secretary.  The previous meeting was the 31st meeting.  Without modification, the minutes of the 31st meeting were confirmed. 
4.0 The membership of AGS
Mr. Ezaki, the TC100 Secretary, announced the change of AGS member. Mr. Jon Fiarhurst was appointed to be AGS Member from US National Committee. Mr. Inokuchi was appointed to AGS Secretary as the successor of Mr. Minami. AGS thanks Mr. Minami for his long contributions.

Mr. Ezaki also announced the change of TA9 Technical Secretary from Mr. Minami to Mr. Naka.
Mr. Naka was welcome to be the guest of AGS meeting.

5.0 New Technologies within the scope of TC100

5.1 Follow-up of issues of 31st (or former) meeting
(1) Reports of the Study Session 1 (3D technology) 
　　Report of Study Session 1 (100/AGS511)

　　　Mr. Jon Fairhurst updates the study session 1 based on the presentation 100ags511. In Mr. Fairhurst’s presentation, before updating SS1, 3DTV market trend, 3DTV glasses standard and next generation TV especially about Ultra HD were explained.


Mr. Fairhurst was requested to discuss with CEA for proposing CEA-2038 specification to TC100 by combining 3D and UHD.


Regarding to the terminology of 3DTV, TC110 progress was reported, and TC100 secretariats would help the collaboration between TC100 and TC110.

3D glossary and the suggestion for visual comfort degree of 3D display  ---  (K. Fan)   100/AGS512
Mr. Fan explained the necessity of 3DTV terminology (definition) based on the document 100/ags512. Regarding to eye fatigue issue, ISO activity was pointed out.

AGS recommended to investigate the additional terminology by reviewing the terminology developed by TC110, and to report next AGS meeting.


            3D technology including challenges for standardization  ---  (K. Jones)


Mr. Jones updated the terminology verbally because the presentation data was broken just before submitting to AGS officers. Mr. Jones reported that there were many items to be determined.

(2) Reports of the Study Session 2 (Ambient assisted living) 

Report of SMB SG5(AAL)  ---  (U. Haltrich)    100/AGS506


Report of Study Session 2  ---  (U. Haltrich)    100/AGS508

    Ms. Haltrich updates SMB SG5 (Ambient Assisted Living) based on 100/AGS506, and explained the plan of Ambient Assisted Living (AAL) Stage 0 Project based on the presentation 100/AGS508.

Accessibility and AAL @ Siemens - experience from Ambient Assisted Living and Accessibility Projects  ---  (K. P. Wegge)    100/AGS509

Mr. Wegge explained the importance of Ambient Assisted Living and Accessibility issues based on the presentation 100/AGS509. (note: password for opening 100/AGS509 is “kpw2000”)
    AGS recommended to investigate AAL Use Case considering the issued raise by Mr. Wegge.

(3) Reports of the Study Session 4 (Smart grid, LVDC and the EE related issues)

Reports of SMB SG3(Smart grid) and SG4(LVDC) --- (T. Inokuchi) 100/AGS510
Report of Study Session 4 (SG/LVDC/EE) --- (T. Inokuchi) 100/AGS510
Mr. Inokuchi updated IEC SMB SG3 (Smart Grid) and SG4 (LVDC) activities based on the presentation 100/AGS510. Then, in the report of Study Session 4, Mr. Inokuchi proposed AGS to recommend that TC100 will develop the network standby and standby power measurement standards by TA12, TA13 or TA14, and that Study Session 4 will be disbanded.

AGS recommended for supporting the proposal in the report of Study Session 4.
(4) Reports of the Study Session 5 (Multimedia equipment for electric vehicle)
Report of Study Session 5 (TC100 draft strategy and proposing adhoc discussion)  ---  (J. Yoshio)    100/AGS503
Mr. Yoshio reported the result of Study Session 5 led by JEITA members (Japanese experts) based on the document 100/AGS503.
AGS requested SS5 to hold an ad-hoc meeting to expand the discussion by international members for the TC100 strategy on multimedia technology for EV.

Digital video interface - Gigabit video interface (GVIF) for multimedia systems  ---  (Y. Narui)    100/AGS502
Mr. Narui reported the overview of Gigabit video interface (GVIF) for multimedia systems based on the document 100/AGS/502. 
AGS recommended "Gigabit video interface (GVIF) for multimedia systems" to be proposed as an NP after discussion in TA4.
(5) Digital Cinema
Status report of SMPTE D-Cinema (21DC) and request from ISO TC36 Cinematography  ---  (H. Ohtaka (and T. Ezaki))    100/AGS507
Mr. Ohtaka reported the activity of SMPTE D-Cinema (21DC) based on the presentation 100/AGS507.  There was no publication since last AGS meeting on May 2012.

AG S requested Mr. Ohtaka to keep updating SMPTE activities to AGS.
5.2  New Contributions
5.2 (1) Introduction to proposed NP issues 

Wireless Power Transfer - multiple sources control management  ---  (H. Sakakihara)    100/AGS501, 100/2069/NP
Mr. Sakakihara explained about the overview of new proposal regarding to the multiple source control management of wireless power transfer based on the document 100/AGS501. This was the report that was already submitted to TC100 as new proposal.
5.2 (2) Proposal for new TA
New TA establishment for standardization of WPT  ---  (S. O. Lim)    100/AGS499
Mr. Lim explained the necessity for establishing new TA regarding to Wireless Power Transfer, and proposed its title, scope and officers of new TA.

Mr. Kim nominated to be the Technical Secretary by himself for new TA.
Ms. Shazia, US, showed interest that US would nominate TAM of new TA.

AGS recommended TC100 to accept the proposal of new TA on WPT after clarification of its TAM, title and scope considering the technical boundary between the new TA and JTC1 groups on WPT.
5.2 (3) Additional Study Sessions

Anticipated topics of future Study Sessions (TC100 robotics, etc)  ---  (T. Ezaki)    100/AGSxxx
Mr. Ezaki explained the possible new theme by introducing the proposal to SMB. The establishment of new ad-hoc group regarding to home appliance robotics was proposed to SMB recently.

    AGS recommended Mr. Inokuchi, AGS Secretary, toprepare a new Study Session to begin the preliminary discussions for the robotics technology within the scope of TC100.

6 Related activities


6.1 Technical discussions for liaisonship 

(1) ITU-T/FG on SmartCable  ---  (T. Ezaki)    100/AGS505


Mr. Ezaki announced that ITU-T started Smart Cable Focus Group activity based on the document 100ags499, but didn’t know it detail. 


Because this relates to cable, AGS recommended TA5 to investigate the SmartCable issues of ITU-T/FG on SmartCable.
6.2 ITU-T, JTC 1 and TC 100 collaboration 

(1) Plan of 5th Ad-Hoc, TC 100 High-Level meeting  ---  (T. Ezaki)    100/AGSxxx
Mr. Ezaki updated latest situation. There was no concrete schedule for this meeting.

Mr. Ezaki would try to coordinate it.

 7. TC100 Chairman's comments on AGS members' participation
Mr. Felland, TC100 Chairman, encouraged all AGS member to participate in the AGS discussion for accelerating the investigation.
AGS recommended TC100 secretary and assistant secretaries to investigate a scheme to encourage AGS member to enhance participation in AGS activities.

 8. Review of recommendations and agreed action items  ---  100/AGS513

Recommendations and agreed action items,  the 32nd meeting of the TC100/AGS on Monday, 22 Oct. 2012 

1. AGS confirms that Mr. Fairhurst and Mr. Inokuchi were appointed as a member and the secretary of AGS respectively.

2. AGS requests SS1 to investigate 3D terminology being standardized by TC110 and to report TC100 specific terminology that is not yet dealt with by TC110 at the next AGS. 

AGS recommends AGM create Stage 0 project for this work.

3. AGS requests SS1 to clarify the anticipated 3D and combining 3D/UHD issues to be standardized within the scope of TC100 and requests SS1 to request CEA to introduce CEA-2038 to TC100.

4. AGS requests SS2 to go ahead with its action plans in a stage 0 project to develop a TR of AAL, considering the presentation of Mr. K. P. Wegge and associated discussions.  

5. AGS accepts the report of SS4, and recommends that the issues of measurement of stand-by power and network stand-by should be dealt with in TA12, 13 or 14 for standardization and disbanding SS4.

6. AGS requests SS5 to hold an ad-hoc meeting to begin international discussion for the TC100 strategy on multimedia technology for EV.

7. AGS requests "Gigabit video interface (GVIF) for multimedia systems" to be proposed as an NP after discussion in TA4.  

8. AGS thanks Mr. Ohtaka for his report, and requests him to continue to provide updated information on SMPTE digital cinema activities. 

9. AGS requests TC100 to accept the proposal of new TA on WPT after clarification of its TAM, title and scope considering the technical boundary between the new TA and JTC1 groups on WPT.

10. AGS requests Mr. Inokuchi to prepare a new SS6 to begin the preliminary discussions for the robotics technology within the scope of TC100.

11. AGS requests TA5 to investigate the SmartCable issues of ITU-T/FG on SmartCable.

12. AGS requests TC100 secretary and assistant secretaries to investigate a scheme to encourage AGS member to enhance participation in AGS activities.

13. AGS expresses its appreciation to German National Committee for handling arrangements of the AGS meeting and providing excellent facilities and refreshments.
